Between them, the Associations have more than 1,300 supporters, members and affiliates
in over 126 countries.

As indicated in our earlier mailing, WACC is issuing two project lists in 2007. Welcome to
Volume 2! The two lists are in response to the challenge to speed up the project support
process.

Volume 2 reflects our continuing change in programme activities to specific broad
communication themes, themes which serve as umbrella topics under which programme
and project decisions are made. This is already bringing greater focus to the WACC
programme, ensuring that over time WACC will be able to demonstrate that our
programme is in fact making a difference and furthering our commitment to be a dynamic
learning organization. As with Volume 1 this second project list for 2007 reflects the
themes that are currently being addressed. For partners where geography is still a useful
approach to funding work, we have again provided a grid to cross-reference the themes
with geographic origin of projects.

As we move more fully into our new approach to partnership in programming, our
commitment to empowering the marginalised and the poor through our advocacy of
communication rights and communication for positive social change remain central to our
collaborative work. Therefore these two fundamental concerns remain at the core of the
projects listed in this booklet.

In developing this second project list we have been pleased to see that our programme

partners have moved with us very quickly in our efforts to bring a more intentional focus to

ourwork. As we engage more fully in édnegotiatingé pl
have a sense that individual projects are improving significantly and that the body of

knowledge we hope to build through these partnerships is indeed developing.

This second list for 2007 also reflects an improved methodology for involving the Regional
Associations of WACC in working with us in identifying relevant and valuable projects. Our
change in governance patterns, implemented with a desire to reduce administrative costs,
meant that we had moved to an online style of consultations about possible new project
partnerships. This had proved to be a serious challenge the first time it was used but, with
regional feedback, we were able to revise the online consultation process and thereby
gained much more regional input into our programme development and new project
partnerships support process. Looking ahead, we continue to refine our consultation
procedures with the goal of retaining effective and timely regional input.
